RICHARD J. PEARSON, P.E., ASHRAE Fellow  
Principal, Pearson Engineering  

Madison, Wisconsin  
 

Much of Dick Pearson's career has been spent in hands-on analysis and creative 
renovation of HVAC systems. He has been awarded the membership grade of Fel-
low for his pioneering work with building automation systems, and has received the 
Distinguished Service Award from ASHRAE. In ASHRAE, he has been Chairman of 
the Energy Management and Environmental Health Committees. He has served on 
the Board of Directors and Technology Council, as well as the Finance, Profes-

sional Development, and TC 7.6 Committees.  
 Mr. Pearson is a principal contributor to an ASHRAE publication ñProcedures for Commercial 
Building Energy Auditsò (2004). He is also a co-author of the Energy Use and Management Chapter 
(35) in the 2007 ASHRAE Handbook. He is co-author of "Homeowner's Guide to Energy Decisions," 
and has published a paper in ASHRAE Transactions on practical applications of rotary air-to-air heat 
exchangers.  
 Mr. Pearson is a regular presenter at professional development courses at the University of 
Wisconsin and elsewhere on subjects related to energy audits, HVAC design, energy management, 
system analysis, and renovation of buildings. Significant Energy Efficiency projects have included 
optimizing a 7,000-ton and a 3,000-ton facility, tracking a $3.6 million utility bill, renovation of a 30-
story art deco hotel, commissioning of eight thermal storage projects, and energy analysis of eleven 
buildings at a USMC base in Okinawa.  
 Mr. Pearsonôs awards include First Place, Commercial Buildings, in the ASHRAE Region VI 
Energy Awards Program; First Place, Commercial Buildings, in the Illinois Chapter Energy Awards 
Program; Technology Award from ASHRAE Region VI; Excellence in Engineering Award from the 
Illinois Chapter of ASHRAE; and Distinguished Service Citation from the University of Wisconsin 
College of Engineering. He is a member of the National Register of Peer Professionals, and has 
been selected by the Chief Architect of the General Services Administration to conduct peer reviews 
of GSA projects.  
LECTURE TOPIC:  
Energy Management in New and Existing Buildings: A Sustainable Activity  
 Buildings use 40% of US Energy, of which ONE THIRD IS EASILY SAVED. ASHRAE Presi-
dent Harrison says "égreat designs fade from green to gray (when not properly managed)é. We 
are pledged to deliver ASHRAEôs promise of sustainability. To do that, we must maintain to sustain, 
we must train to sustain, and we must influence the operation of our buildings to conserve energy."  
This presentation follows the presidential theme, weaving together Energy Management principles of 
ASHRAE Handbook Chapter 35 (2007), Energy Star Guidelines, and practical experience of suc-
cessful energy managers. Illustrations of success are provided, to take advantage of the Energy Star 
"Portfolio Manager" for documented performance tracking and national recognition as an "Energy 
Star.ò This session is very suitable for a joint meeting with other professional associations, including 
IFMA, BOMA, ASHE, APPA, etc.  
 A Wisconsin hospital utilized a simple process with daily feedback to reduce the cost of gas 
by $90,000. An uninsulated Chicago high rise became an Energy Star. A Madison insurance com-
pany saved enough electricity to power 586 homes. A large Midwest bank failed to accomplish its 
action plan, due to lack of monitoring and accountability. A Madison convention center reduced en-
ergy use by 25%, and achieved a LEED EB rating. A Chicago elementary school used students in a 
science program to reduce daytime energy use by 15%.  
 Energy management is an orderly process in which a manager uses resources at his disposal 
to accomplish clear objectives. Sustained energy management is the quickest, cheapest, cleanest 
way to expand our world's energy supplies and reduce greenhouse gas emissions.

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ATLANTAðWith publication of the green building standard, an updated online seminar reviewing its re-

quirements is now available from ASHRAE. 

ANSI/ASHRAE/USGBC/IES Standard 189.1, Standard for the Design of High-Performance, Green 

Buildings Except Low-Rise Residential Buildings, is the first code-intended commercial green building stan-

dard in the United States. It provides a long-needed green building foundation for those who strive to design, 

build and operate green buildings. The standard covers  key topic areas of site sustainability, water use effi-

ciency, energy efficiency, indoor environmental quality and the buildingôs impact on the atmosphere, materials 

and resources, and also includes construction practices as well as plans for operation of the building after occu-

pancy. 

A course from ASHRAE on the requirements of the standard, Understanding Standard 189.1P for 

High-Performance, Green Buildings, takes place March 15 and is taught by Tom Lawrence, a member of the 

committee that developed the standard. The course is one of 14 being offered this spring. 

ñThe course has evolved as the standard has taken shape, and I anticipate that the course will continue 

to evolve as changes and addenda are approved, resulting from changes in concepts, technologies and design 

for green buildingsò Lawrence said. ñStandard 189.1 has the potential to be a 'game changer' in the industry 

and thus anyone who is working with green design would benefit from learning more about the standard.  One 

way to do that is by taking this course.ò  

            The 14 online, instructor-led seminars that will run from March until May and are available to those 

interested in expanding their knowledge of the HVAC industry and keeping up to date with the latest technol-

ogy and their applications.
